
past, most often 
we are left to 
guess. Some 
bunnies have 
been discarded 
after hours at 
animal shelters, 
dumped in the 
woods, or left 
in a cage by the 
side of a road; 
others have 
been seized by 
authorities from situations of neglect or rescued 
by kind-hearted people from parking lots, frozen 
fields, and even dumpsters. Many have arrived in 
good health, while others have borne the scars of 
silent battles – a missing eye, a chewed off ear, 
open wounds, a broken leg. Many have come with 
the universal signs of homelessness – malnutrition, 
dehydration, internal and external parasites. A 

couple dozen have even 
had their day in court.

We are reminded every 
day that we haven't 
helped – indeed will never 
be able to help -- every 
rabbit who needs us. This 
is a heartache shared 
by all rescue groups. 
There will never be 
enough time, money, and 
volunteers to save them 
all. Still, we persist, and 
we hope for a day when 
organizations like ours 
will be obsolete, a day 
when there won't be any 
homeless rabbits.

In the meantime, with 
the support, compassion, 
and generosity of our 
members, we will continue 
to foster and educate -- 
one rabbit and one day at 
a time. 
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The Buckeye HRS leaps into its third decade of 
service! Time flies, but even so it's hard to believe 
that August 2017 marks our 20th anniversary. 
During these twenty years, we've fostered over 
1,500 rabbits – "hrair" in Watership Down rabbit 
vocabulary! -- and have helped many more by 
educating the public on all aspects of companion 
rabbit care. This issue of Harelines is our 60th.

Of course, numbers tell only part of the story. Each 
foster rabbit is unique; sometimes we know her

The youngest of the 
brothers, Okuninushi, advised the rabbit to bathe 
in the fresh water of the river and to roll in the 
pollen of cattails, which restored 
the rabbit to its original state. 
The rabbit then returned to 
its true form as a god and 
rewarded Okuninushi with the 
hand of Princess Yakami.

Wolpertinger
The Wolpertinger is a mythical 
Bavarian creature featuring the 
head of a rabbit with antlers, 
wings, and sometimes pheasant 
legs. This mythological hybrid 
is said to live in the Alpine 
forests.

Are you looking for a healthy treat for your house 
rabbit? Perhaps you have a bunny who has been 
under the weather and you are seeking a healthy 
indulgence to help increase his or her weight or 
stimulate the appetite. Sometimes, finding the 
appropriate healthy delicacy may be complicated 
by a rabbit’s ongoing medical conditions 
(unfortunately the author definitely has experience 
in this area).

Finding a healthy treat for your bunny can be as 
simple as offering him one of his favorite greens 
or herbs in dehydrated form. This concentrates 
the natural flavors of the greens by removing 
the water content. Most health food stores have 
a wide variety of organic dried herbs which can 
either be offered to bunny as is or sprinkled over 
bunny’s fresh greens or mixed in with her hay.

Veterinarian-approved pro- and/or pre-biotic wafers 
and pellets, such as Protexin Pro-Fibre pellets for 
rabbits, are considered a delicious treat by most 
bunnies and are also beneficial to the GI tract 
at the same time! The author’s extremely finicky 
rabbit adores the pre- and probiotic Pro-Fibre 
pellets for rabbits (a half tablespoon twice daily), 
as well as his veterinarian-approved strawberry-
flavored probiotic wafer from American Health.

Lord Grantham (reference "author’s extremely 
finicky rabbit," above) gets a teaspoon of Pro-Fibre 
pellets at bedtime inside a Go Cat Go toy -- a hard 
plastic ball with a hole in it; he has to push the 
ball around with his nose to get the treats to fall 
out. Entertainment, a little exercise, and a treat 
all rolled into one!
 
Homemade treats are another option, allowing you 
to know exactly what is going into your bunny’s 
tummy. The following recipe is very flexible; vary 
the ingredients depending upon what your pet 
usually likes. Most bunnies enjoy raspberries, but 
some prefer strawberries. Some bunnies like mint 
while others prefer lemon balm. 

Bunny food pellets can be ground in a blender, 

food processor, or coffee/spice grinder (provided 
you are able to wipe every bit of coffee out of 
it first!). Or you can use the pellet dust from 
the bottom of the bag of food pellets to make 
the ‘flour’. You can also save the hay dust from 
the bottom of the bunny’s bag of hay and use 
that instead of pellet dust in these recipes. Keep 
unused pellet/hay ‘flour’ in a zip lock bag and soon 
you will have an ample supply for making these 
treats.

Frozen fruit (with NO added sugar/syrup) can be 
used, thaw it first. You can leave out the oats 
if you like; just add a little more dried herbs or 
Critical Care to get the right consistency.

Hint: Make a half recipe first and try it out on your 
bunny. What one bunny thinks is the best treat 
ever, another bunny will reject!

Critical Care Cookies
1/3 cup raspberries (or strawberries, blueberries, 
half a banana, etc.)

Healthy Treats for 
House Rabbits

Mint, herbs, pellets & hay combine to make great 
healthy treats.
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1/2 tbsp dried mint
2.5 tbsp hay ‘dust’ OR food pellet ‘flour’
2.5 tbsp Critical Care
3 tbsp old-fashioned oats (NOT instant) – optional

Preheat oven to 375 degrees.
With a fork mash the fruit and dried mint together.
In a separate bowl mix the pellet flour and Critical 
Care with the oats.
Slowly add the dry mixture to the fruit and mix 
until well blended.
Using a teaspoon (measuring spoon), place 
spoonfuls of the mixture onto a cookie sheet 
covered in parchment paper (parchment paper 
prevents sticking and doesn't add any grease). 
Author is lazy and rolls ‘dough’ out and cuts into 
squares. Rabbits have not complained.
Flatten cookies 
with a fork (or your 
finger) to about 1/4" 
thick.
Bake for 15-20 
minutes or until 
brown on bottom. 
Let cool.
If you want a 
crunchier treat, turn 
off the oven and 
leave the cookies in 
there until the stove 
cools.
Note: These can 
also be dehydrated 
on parchment paper 
in a food dehydrator 
for 24 hours or so 

instead of baked in the oven. 

Once the cookies have cooled, place them in the 
refrigerator to prevent spoiling (do not put in 
airtight container in fridge as treats may become 
mushy). 
Remove any uneaten treats from your bunny's area 
after several hours.
Freeze any refrigerated treats not used within 
24-36 hours  

Additional note: Author’s finicky rabbit has 
ongoing significant dental issues and prefers 
these delicacies unbaked. Author makes up a 
tiny amount of ‘dough’ daily for Lord Grantham’s 
treats. Author has been told rabbit is spoiled, but 
thinks those people are just jealous.

Mix the dry ingredients... ...and add fruit!

We all know rabbits need to eat 
a lot of hay. Any vet or rabbit 
lover will tell you it’s the most 
important part of their diet. 
Several types of hay are available 
from a number of suppliers. I 
recently compared the different 
types of hay and suppliers in 
order to determine which options 
provided the most nutrition at the lowest cost. This 
research might be useful for other rabbit owners, so I 
wanted to pass it along.

All hay looks the same to me. I’m not a botanist 
or a farmer so that may be a gross generalization, 
but it can be pretty hard to discern the difference 
between a bag of alfalfa hay and a bag of timothy 
hay. It is recommended that adult rabbits stick to 
timothy, oat, orchard, and wheat hays. Alfalfa hay is 
not recommended for adult rabbits as it is very high 
in protein and calcium. Rabbits and small animals 
under the age of one are encouraged to eat alfalfa 
hay. Some suppliers will label their hay “first cut” or 
“second cut”. First cut hay is higher in fiber, which is 
its most important nutrient. Some picky buns may turn 
their nose up at first cut hay and prefer the second 
cut, which is just fine. Some fiber is better than no 
fiber!

Purchasing hay is a lot easier when you know what 
you’re looking for and what your bunny likes. If 
you’re not lucky enough to live near a farm that can 

supply hay for your rabbits, then you're at the mercy 
of pet supply stores and the internet. Amazon.com 
has a wide selection of some of the more popular 
brands and the convenience of free shipping. Many 
pet supply stores offer a similar selection to Amazon 
and some of their websites offer free shipping. Buying 
hay on the internet can be concerning as it does not 
have an infinite shelf life. Pet supply store inventories 
might have a quicker turnover rate. Please make sure 
the store you choose doesn't sell animals or you'll be 
supporting the very places that rescue organizations 
like the Buckeye HRS stand against. SmallPetSelect.
com is a nice internet alternative offering a wide 
variety of options, free shipping, and guaranteed 
freshness. Plus, they donate a percentage of their 
sales to the Buckeye HRS. Many other retailers offer a 
subscribe-and-save discount as well.

Kaytee is one of the most popular brands on the 
market. Almost all of their timothy hay is second 
cutting and sourced from Colombia. Oxbow timothy 
hay is grown in the United States but they do not 
specify first or second cut. Some reviewers suggest

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the Oxbow product can be an inconsistent mix of 
first and second cut hay. Vitakraft hay is available in 
most Petsmart stores but hard to find elsewhere. Their 
timothy hay is marketed as “spring cut” which usually 
means “first cut”. Small Pet Select offers their own 
hay in the various cuts and types. For non-timothy 
hay selections, Oxbow and Small Pet Select offer the 
largest variety. Kaytee offers an orchard hay product as 
well as several premium timothy hay blends. Vitakraft 
offers spring cut orchard hay in addition to their 

timothy offering.

The accompanying tables offer a price comparison 
between different types of hay and retailers. Beyond the 
listed prices, all of the retailers offer additional savings 
in the form of loyalty rewards or subscription services. 
Prices were determined based on the largest bulk option 
available at each retailer with the exception of Small Pet 
Select. The Small Pet Select prices were based on the 
20-pound option, but they offer sizes up to 60 pounds.

Continuing our Sanctuary Sponsor series, we would 
like to introduce another fabulous loving bunny couple.

We 
were among the very first sanctuary sponsors and 
continued to help the Buckeye HRS as bunny helpers. 

Our next unadoptable rabbit was an older bun 
named Siggy. He was happy to coexist with us on 
his terms, of course. He thought he was tough and 
would face me (Rob) like a bulldog and growl when 
it was time to go back to bed. He was hilarious and 
we wish we had more time with him.

After all these years, we are still supporting the 
program! Since 1997 we have adopted four rabbits 
through the Buckeye HRS.
